Identifying and Searching 

ÅRecognising when information is needed ïunderstanding 

why information is needed

Åbeing able to identify what information is needed ï
understanding the question, highlighting key terms  

Åbeing able to search effectively for the information ï
using the most appropriate tools, relevant search terms 
and strategies 

Åbeing able to locate the information ïusing  search 
results to locate items from the OPAC search, 
understanding the use of different types of information 
sources e.g. books, journals, online databases, web pages 
and selecting the most appropriate format



Evaluating and Communicating

Å Being able to evaluate the source ïcheck 
for relevance, reliability, currency, bias

Å Communicating the information effectively ï
extracting and summarising the information, 
combining and integrating information from 
several sources

Å Induction sessions

ÅGroup information skills sessions

Induction Sessions
Induction sessions are powerpoint presentations 
introducing students to the facilities and 
organisation of resources and include:

Åthe Learning Centre tour - a simple orientation 
exercise using photographs and descriptions of 
facilities.

ÅThe identification of various formats and the 
organisation of  print resources

ÅA demonstration of information retrieval on the 
online catalogue

ÅAn exercise to apply the skills 

The sessions are delivered by Learning Centre staff 
via tutor groups during the first two weeks of term.
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Information Skills Sessions

These sessions focus on Internet search and 
evaluation techniques and include:

ÅThe description and different uses of search 
engines and subject directories

ÅHow to interpret assignment questions and 
select search terms

ÅWhat the various parts of a Google search 
results screen mean

ÅHow to evaluate web pages 
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Subject Research Sessions

Subject Research sessions are a collaboration between 
teaching and Learning Centre staff. Teaching staff are 
encouraged to embed research skills sessions into specific 
topics within their course curriculum. These sessions are led 
by LC staff supported by the subject specialist.

Benefits of this approach include:

ÅStudents are provided with the tools to undertake the 
necessary research at the beginning of the assignment

ÅThe students are introduced to a range of sources, 
including books, journals, videos, audio cassettes as well as 
online databases and web pages, thereby encompassing the 
preferences of different learning styles. 

ÅSkills are applied in a meaningful context with a concrete 
outcome
